The Calderon Project
The Calderon Basin is a forest reserve situated between the
Amacayacu National Park in Colombia and the Eware reserves in
Brazil. Despite being recognised as an area of mega-biodiversity,
the area at present has not been afforded formal protection under
the law and so is currently subject to colonisation, resulting in the
clearance of areas of forest.

Entropika aims to carry out thorough wildlife and plant census in
the area in order to gather evidence on the area’s unigue §
biodiversity to present to the Colombian and Brazilian government
and thus gain formal protected status for the forest reserve. The
result of this would be the forming of a biodiversity corridor linking
Amacayacu National Park and the Eware reserves, which are part
of the sacred ancestral land of the Tikuna people.
